 Young Authors Projects

Attached is your child’s Young Author story and rubric.  The stories are finished and have been completely written in class.  Now we are sending it home for students to write a final draft and bind it into a book.  Your child may choose to rewrite the draft onto paper or type it out.  It’s okay if parents help with typing (just make a note “typed by….”).  Either way, your child should create a separate final draft.    

Because we want to the stories to be completely written, edited and revised by the students, please do not make any changes to the story.  Spelling and grammar errors may be fixed.  You may add new pictures, but don’t change any of the words.  In other words, don’t add any new words to the story.
